Presenter:  Derwin Sherwood 

  

August 24: To Pray or Not to Pray: Sam Ervin and the Conflict Over Prayer in 

School:  Dr. Karl E. Campbell, an associate professor of history at ASU, wrote 

Sam Ervin: Last of the Founding Fathers, which won the 2007 North  Caro-

liniana Book Award. Sam Irvin defended civil liberties while he opposed civil 

rights.  Dr. Campbell will present Sam Ervin as a real human being with 

strengths and shortcomings who achieved greatness at an important moment 

in our history.

As a conse-

quence, the collapse of jobs, wages and working conditions forced millions of 

Mexicans to emigrate to avoid starving to death. Dr. Jeffrey Bortz, professor of 

History at ASU, will discuss ways the United States and Mexico can cooper-

ate to create better working conditions in both countries and the make their 

relationship a viable partnership.

community of lay lead-

ers.  

   Since there may be 

various groups or lead-

ers who would like min-

isterial consulting, 

Board President Chris-

tine Dave will receive 

requests for my time, 

and decide how I might 

best serve you within 

the time you have budg-

eted.  My expertise, 

aside from serving sev-

eral congregations of all 

sizes over the last 26 

years, is helping congre-

gations in transition. As 

an interim minister, I 

have focused on assist-

ing congregations with 

several tasks, with the 

chief goal being to en-

able the congregation to 

renew its vision, 

strengthen its steward-

ship, prepare for new 

professional leadership, 

and engage its future 

with anticipation and 

zest. 

    It is my hope that you 

will use my time to help 

you strengthen your 

ability to minister to one 

another while you con-

sider your ministerial 

and staffing needs.

-Karen Gross 

Have you got time? 

   According to 

www.timeday.org, Americans 

are facing increasing ‗time 

poverty.‘ They believe that 

we are ―overworked, over-

scheduled and just plain 

stressed out.‖ They state: 

We're putting in longer 

hours on the job now 

than we did in the 1950s, 

despite promises of a 

coming age of leisure be-

fore the year 2000. 

In fact, we're working 

more than medieval 

peasants did, and more 

than the citizens of any 

other industrial country. 

Mandatory overtime is at 

near record levels, in 

spite of a recession. 

On average, we work 

nearly nine full weeks 

(350 hours) LONGER per 

year than our peers in 

Western Europe do. 

Working Americans aver-

age a little over two 

weeks of vacation per 

year, while Europeans 

average five to six weeks. 

Many of us (including 

37% of women earning 

less than $40,000 per 

year) get no paid vacation 

at all (excerpt from 

www.timeday.org) 

 
  The UUA shares this concern. 

Rev. Kim Crawford Harvie, sen-

ior minister of the Arlington 

Street Church is quoted as 

saying, "Introspection, reflec-

tion, connection—everything 

that deeply nourishes us—

takes time. A spiritual life 

takes time. The challenge is to 

work to live, rather than live to 

work..."

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UU Perspectives: The Relationship Between Religion and Science

of bestselling books on religion 

and science 

   Put on your bifocals to read 

from the book of Genesis and 

you're relying on the same laws 

of optics that astronomers use 

to tell us the universe could not 

possibly have been created the 

way the Good Book says. The 

irony would be delicious if it 

weren't so dangerous.  

   At least since the time of Gali-

leo, science and theology have 

been in conflict. While the vast 

majority of Americans profess 

belief in a deity, ninety–five 

percent of biologists in the Na-

tional Academy of Sciences call 

themselves atheists or agnos-

tics.  

   The chasm between the two 

camps is worrisome. For if relig-

ion has the power to unleash 

the best and worst in human 

nature—from Mother Teresa to 

Osama bin Laden—technology 

has the ability to harness the 

creative and destructive poten-

tial of the universe itself. The 

world can no longer afford ei-

ther heartless science or mind-

less faith.  

    But like a pair of bifocals, 

science and religion may simply 

offer differing lenses on our 

experience. One lens focuses 

our curiosity, while the other 

magnifies our awe. The point 

where the vision converges is 

in mystery. 

   Whether discussing divinity or 

dark matter, a little humility is 

in order. Isn't plain not knowing 

better than being absolutely 

sure of "facts" that just aren't 

so? Neither science nor religion 

can completely unscrew the 

inscrutable. Ultimately, both 

may be better at questioning 

our answers than answering 

our questions.  

   Science punctures our cer-

tainties through a process of 

falsification. Hypotheses can 

be invalidated but never con-

clusively verified. Every asser-

tion about the cosmos contains 

a grain of tentativeness.  

    And theology is not so differ-

ent. "Proofs" of God are seldom 

convincing (except to those 

who already believe), and every 

statement about the ineffable 

by its very nature is partial and 

imperfect. Like physicists, who 

know that an electron can 

sometimes behave like a parti-

cle and other times like a wave, 

but realize that neither simile 

matches the utter peculiarity of 

the subatomic realm, theologi-

ans need to recognize that 

creeds and doctrines are far 

from capturing the wonders 

they purport to describe.  

   Faith comes to us in the form 

of questions and quandaries. 

In the book of Job, for example, 

God speaks in the interrogative 

mood rather than imperative. 

"Brace yourself," the Almighty 

warns Job. "I will ask questions 

and you will answer." From the 

whirlwind, God queries, "Where 

were you when I created the 

heavens and the earth? Have 

you comprehended the vast 

expanse of the world?" A 

lengthy list of inquiries ensues. 

"Who sired the drops of dew? 

Do you know when the moun-

tain goats are born, or attend 

the wild doe when she is in la-

bor?" And as a result 

of this relentless 

quizzing, Job is finally recon-

ciled—not because he has been 

given any answers or rationali-

zations that could account for 

his fate, but because he has 

been forced to encounter the 

enigma of existence at deeper, 

more daunting levels. 

   Einstein was one who culti-

vated a taste for mystery. In the 

last decades of his life, he was 

regarded as a bit of a crank by 

other physicists, bent upon a 

seemingly quixotic quest for a 

unified field theory when scien-

tific fashion was headed else-

where. Now, fifty years, later, 

researchers have rejoined Ein-

stein's pursuit, understanding 

that while he never did obtain 

his elusive quarry, he was at 

least asking the right questions, 

drawn on by an almost romantic 

attraction. "The most beautiful 

thing we can experience is the 

mysterious," he wrote. "It is the 

source of all true art and sci-

ence," and also a source of au-

thentic spirituality.  

   "To know that what is impene-

trable to us really exists, mani-

festing itself as the highest wis-

dom and most radiant beauty 

which our dull faculties can 

comprehend only in their most 

primitive forms—this knowl-

edge, this feeling," proclaimed 

Einstein, "is at the center of true 

religiousness." 

   The lens of science and the 

lens of faith can complement 

each other if we realize that nei-

ther one offers a complete pic-

ture of the universe we in-

habit...
